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This article aims to explore the syntactic structure of the most frequently
used semantic formulas for expressing compliments during young population
interactions, the most frequently used words in those formulas, and the topic
they refer to. This approach presents a base to understand the similarities and the
differences between the Macedonian and the other world languages, as well as
the specific features of Macedonian.
