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THE ROOTS OF IMPLICIT SOCIAL COGNITION IN
CONCEPTUALIZATIONS OF AUTOMATISM AND IMPLICIT
MEMORY

Following Greenwald & Banaji's (1995) influential publication, implicit social cognition
is profiled as a research domain that integrates findings from indirect or implicit mea-
sures based on chronometric procedures, as opposed to self-report or explicit measures.
This paper provides a limited theoretical overview of the roots of implicit social cogni-
tion in conceptualizations of automaticity and dual-process models on the one hand, and
in conceptualizations of implicit memory and their reinterpretation by Greenwald and
colleagues (Greenwald & Banaji, 1995; Greenwald, Banaji, Rudman, Farnham, Nosek, &
Mellot, 2002) on the other. In this direction, the question arises: first of all, whether im-
plicitness is a feature of immanent processes or representations of social cognition, or is
it a description of empirical constructs profiled by measurement procedures. The review
is more of a historical and conceptual account of the two intellectual traditions and does
not claim to summarize the accumulated findings from implicit measures, which, accord-
ing to some authors, call for a reevaluation of existing understandings of implicit social
cognition.
