Annual Convention

of the European Platform
Against Poverty

and Social Exclusion,
Brussels, 5-7 December 2012

The European Platform Against
Poverty and Social Exclusion is
one of the forerunning initiatives of
the Europe 2020 Strategy for smart,
sustainable and inclusive growth. It
was created in 2010 and establi-
shes the activities for attaining the
EU target for reducing poverty and
social exclusion by at least 20 mil-
lion till the year 2020. The Second
Convention of the European Plat-
form against poverty and social ex-
clusion was organized 5-7 Decem-
ber 2012, in Brussels. The objecti-
ve of the Convention was to reflect
on the progress made towards achi-
eving the goal of poverty reduction,
also serving as a Forum for consul-
tations for the coming Social Invest-
ments Packet.

At the first day of the Confer-
ence, in their opening remarks the

distinguished European Commis-
sion representatives (José Manuel
Barroso, Laszl6é Andor, Herman van
Rompuy and others) sent the mes-
sage that even in conditions of eco-
nomic crisis it is obvious that the
European social model is not dead.
This part was followed by panel
workshops on topics such as: em-
powering persons in poverty and
social exclusion, the impact of the
economic crisis, homelessness etc.
The second day concentrated on
parallel workshops which, in a very
direct and pragmatic manner de-
bated on: healthcare investments,
the gender dimension of poverty,
achieving active inclusion and the
e-involvement. Workshop conclu-
sions were summarized and sent to
the European Commission to serve
as atool in creating future activities
in the relevant fields. The last day
focused on the ministerial confer-
ence attended by ministers respon-
sible for social affairs from France,
Sweden, Iceland, Lithuania, Portu-
gal, Denmark, and Croatia as the
future member-state, and all of them
answered very direct and provoca-
tive questions pertaining to the so-
cial field.
