The Ludwig Boltzmann Institute
for Human Rights organized its
final Conference within the frame-
work of the project ,Social Inclusion
and Human Rights in Macedonia“
from 10 to 12 December, at the Hotel
Drim in Struga. Conference partici-
pants revised the previously adop-
ted local Strategies for social inc-
lusion, social protection and pover-
ty reduction 2011-2015 in partner-
ing municipalities of Berovo, Peh-
cevo, Radovish, Konche, Negotino,
Studenichani and Cashka. Partici-
pants included representatives of
local self-government units, various
institutions, citizen organizations and
other relevant entities in the above
municipalities which were previously
involved in the strategy preparation
process. Local action plans in the
fields of: social inclusion, social pro-
tection and poverty reduction, were
subject of revision.

The Local strategies were prepa-
red through the implementation of

tory planning within the course of
one year, and they were adopted
during 2011 by the local self-gov-
ernment municipal councils, whe-
reby particular emphasis was placed
on including representatives of the
impoverished and vulnerable gro-
ups of citizens in all stages of the
process. After the adoption of the
strategic papers in the process of
their implementation, local citizen
organizations took active part
through concrete micro projects de-
veloped on the basis of strategies.
Hence, conference participants
learned of good practices in the
strategies’ implementation process
and the established cooperation
and coordination between institu-
tions at the local level. The estab-
lishment of day-care centers for
persons with disabilities, ensuring
help and care for the elderly in their
homes by hiring unemployed wo-
men; engaging people with disabil-
ities in the environmental protection
and waste management; opening a
social worker office in the rural en-
vironment; hiring of unemployed
women for handicrafts and promot-
ing tourist offer of municipalities;
conducting labor market analysis at
local level, all being only part of the
series of activities taken in munici-
palities after the adoption of local
strategies.
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
