Promotion of the second
National Report on
Poverty and Social
Exclusion in Macedonia,
16" October 2012, Skopje

With the goal of attaining conti-
nuity and developing further pover-
ty and social exclusion analysis in
Macedonia, the Macedonian Plat-
form Against Poverty (MPAP) sup-
ported by the Ludwig Boltzmann
Human Rights Institute - Research
Association - Skopje (BIM-FV), pro-
moted the Second National Report
on Poverty and Social Exclusion in
Macedonia, which analyzes policies,
conditions and challenges in the
field of poverty and social exclusion
in Macedonia which were typical for
year 2011. This, second Report,
provides insight through regional
analysis, of the situation with pover-
ty and social exclusion in Macedo-
nia. Some of the more striking con-
clusions which this Report brings to
light are:

1. Existence of large regional
discrepancies in the Republic of
Macedonia as to the registered un-
employment. Thus, while registe-
red unemployment rates (according

the municipalities of Strumica and
Prilep are rather high, around 39%
(for persons aged between 20 and
64), these rates are twice lower in
the municipalities of Kisela Voda
and Struga -18%.

2. There are striking differences
with regard to the use of welfare
payment, but also similarities in re-
gard to the low coverage of regis-
tered unemployed with welfare aid
in all regions. The coverage rate of
households with welfare varies from
low coverage (4%) in municipalities
of Kisela Voda, Shtip and Struga,
medium coverage (7% - 9%) in Stru-
mica, Veles and Prilep all the way
to high coverage (17%) in Gostivar
and Kumanovo. Coverage rate of
unemployed with welfare payment
is rather low countrywide, with the
exception of Gostivar, Kumanovo and
Kisela Voda where between 15%
and 20% of the unemployed are
covered with welfare.

3. Low pension coverage for per-
sons aged over 65 in part of the re-
gions of Macedonia. The situation is
most dramatic in the Polog and
Southwestern Region (i.e. in Gosti-
var and Struga) where only 31%, that
is 43% of people over 65 are covered
with old - age pension. Such a trend
indicates exclusion from the social in-

surance system which is based on
payment of contributions.

4. Lower elementary school atten-
dance rates in some regions. Though
in some municipalities the attendan-
ce rate is very high with 90% to 92%
(Strumica, Kisela Voda), the percent-
age in municipalities such as Gostivar
and Struga is worrisome since only
78% of children aged 5 to 14 are in-
volved in the education process.

Generally speaking, the goal of
this analysis is to serve as a tool
not only for local stakeholders, but
also for the national ones in creat-
ing more concrete social policies,
targeted based on identified regio-
nal problems in the fields of unem-
ployment, social protection and so-
cial insurance.
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
