INTRODUCTION

The main theme of the Journal of
Social Policy (JSP) issue no. 13 is child
wellbeing and child protection. The
choice for this topic is motivated by the
devastating fact that children under 18
years of age in Europe and in the Bal-
kans face higher rates of at risk of pov-
erty compared to other age groups, and
compared to the national average. Some
of the factors associated with this con-
dition are related to: living in a single
parent family, living in a household with
three and more children, low education-
al level of parents, economic status of
the parents (i.e. unemployed), migrant
background or belonging to more vul-
nerable ethnic groups (i.e. Roma), etc.
For that purpose, this issue of the Jour-
nal tends to provide overview of dif-
ferent challenges that condition child
wellbeing, and that are relevant to be
tackled through adequate policies for
child protection. Special priority in this
Issue was given to papers focusing on:
child poverty, child abuse and violence
on children, education exclusion among
children, labour migration and impact
on children, support services for vulner-
able children, social transfers and their
impact on child welfare, support for ear-
ly childhood development.

The wide thematic
spectrum of the selected papers gives
solid base for mapping different types
of challenges faced by the children and
consequently emphasize the need of im-
proved child care and child welfare in
Macedonia, but also in the wider region.

We hope that this issue of the Journal
of Social Policy will contribute towards
strengthening and enhancing wider pro-
fessional and scientific debates, as well
as evidence based policies related to the
analyzed topic.
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
