INTRODUCTION

Migration and migrants as a phe-
nomenon are not new either in the so-
cial reality of Europe or in the scientific
research. Yet, the new migrant waves
which have intensified in the last two
years both in Europe and in the Re-
public of Macedonia, have contributed
toward the need for a more in-depth
assessment as well as research of this
phenomenon. For that purpose, this
issue of the Journal of Social Policy
includes papers on the topic of — Mi-
gration: challenges, policies and per-
spectives.

The first text (R. Bejan) analyses
the relocation system of the European
Union for asylum seekers. The author
in her analysis focuses on horizontal
and vertical equality. She outlines that
the proportional distribution of respon-
sibility is not accompanied with a pro-
gressive adjustment to match states’
capabilities for relocation. The author
suggests a number of indicators that
should be taken into consideration (in-
flow of labour migration, minimum
wage amounts, UN Human Develop-
ment Index as well as the UN Human
Poverty Index), for a more adequate
allocation and undertaking of responsi-
bilities toward migrants and refugees,
from all states involved

The second paper (J. Pejkovski)
provides factual review of migration
trends and gives an outline of the eco-

nomic, social and political changes
happening in Europe. Analysing the
social changes, the author emphasizes
the challenges related to treatment of
children without parents, the gender
component of migration, as well as
pressures on the scope and expendi-
tures of the welfare states. The author
gives his contribution through recom-
mendations related to migration, which
concerns both developed and less de-
veloped countries. He concludes that
the migrant crisis must have a collec-
tive response based on solidarity and
shared responsibility.

The third paper (S. Dimitrijoska)
explores the issue of unaccompanied
minors, as one of the most vulnerable
categories in the migration processes.
The author portrays national and in-
ternational standards and protocols for
protection and work with unaccompa-
nied minors. According to the data in
this paper, in the Republic of Mace-
donia in 2015, around 18 089 children
travelling without parent transited the
country. The author provides sugges-
tions for improvement of the treatment
of this vulnerable category in the coun-
try, through introduction of the obliga-
tion for international training certificate
for workers with this category, harmo-
nization of national procedures with
the European procedures for recogni-
tion of the status of asylum seekers and
refugees, appointment of legal custodi-
ans for unaccompanied children for the
purposes of providing basic services
including medical care and education.

with immigrant populations the author
(S. Bornarova) gives an outline of dif-
ferent ideological perspectives, as well
as social policy and social work ap-
proaches related to migrant population
and ethnically diverse population. The
author indicates that societal attitudes
and ideology on which social policy
and social work are based, to a large
extent predetermine the treatment of
the immigrant population, as well the
scope of disadvantage and discrimi-
nation they face. She emphasizes that
social workers should play a proactive
role and move beyond micro advocacy
efforts and effect public policy at the
macro level.

The last paper in this issue (A.
Aceska) explores the ways in which
migrant professionals relate to the
idea of “home” in their places of des-
tination in a context of 21% century
urban migration. Subjective percep-
tions about "home’ are given through
a number of in-depth interviews with
migrant-workers from Macedonia who
work in Germany. The results point
to the relation between the subjective
account of what home is and actual
family life, community, and fulfilling
professional life. The author suggests
that analytical and policy framework
of “migration” should not only reject
the easy dichotomy between “at home”
and “away from home”, but also in-
clude the understanding that migrants
are not “out of place” in their destina-
tion country.

The overall scope of papers in this
issue provides the opportunity for a
wider picture on migration trends and
